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Zoning

Both the Village of West Farmington and Farmington Township have enacted
zoning ordinances. These are not complicated or overly restrictive
zoning ordinances, but rather are designed to provide basic protection
for property values and ensure a quality community environment.

The majority of West Farmington 1s zoned single-family residential, with
an ample area set aside for multi-family residential use., The existing
business core 1s zoned commercial, as well as an area of approximately
equal si1ze to the east of the business area which borders both sides of
State Route 88 between Third Street and the former B & 0 Railroad right-
of-way. Large tracts on the east and west houndaries of the Village
have been zoned for 1ight industrial. Approximately 25 percent of the
Village i1s zoned agriculture,

In all major categories, there 1is ample room to expand existing use

from two to ten times.

Farmington Township has provided strip commercial zoning to a depth of
250 feet along both state highways and the Griddle Road. Nearly 600
acres, with over one mile of access along State Route 534, plus access
on the Griddle Read, 1is zoned industrial. In addition, another 170
acres, with access from the Ensign and Wavrren State Roads, 15 zoned
industrial. All of the industrial land is undeveloped. Approximately
75 acres contiguous with part of the westerly boundary of the Village of
West Farmington 1is zoned residential. The remainder of the Township,
approximately 65 percent, 1s zoned agriculture, with large lot, single
family residential permitted within the agricultural zone. Good
proposals for industrial use within the agricultural zone would be

considered for rezone.
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Soils

Based on a soi1l survey provided by the Ohio Department of Natural
Resources, Division of Soil and Water Conservation, the soil types of
Farmington Township were grouped into the four classifications in terms
of their suitability for urban use.

Good. Those soils with few or no Timtations for urban
development.

Fair. Those so0ils with some limitattons, but with a modest amount
of investment on the part of the property owner, these problems could be

overcome, such as thicker footings and drains around foundations,

Fair/Poor. The conditions varied among these soils, and the amount
of 1investment on the part of the property owner and local government
would vary as well. These conditions could range from high seasonable
water table, moderate to high shrink-swell, slow runoff, and Tow
permeability. For wurban scale development on these soils, a sewage
collection system would be required.

Poor. Soils in this category are unsuitable for development and
reasonable costs would be prohibitive to make conditions suitable. In
addition to the problems named above, these soils contained one or more
of the following characteristics: slopes exceeding 12 percent, areas
that receive excessive vunoff and areas that experience ponding or

flooding.

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FARMINGTON/WEST FARMINGTON: GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

The goals for Farmington Township and the Yillage of West Farmington are
statements that vreflect the 1mage of what our community is to become.
These goals represent community consensus and they will serve as a guide
for future decision making. Objectives represent programs or actions
taken to fulfill the goals.

Goal No. 1: The commnunity shall be maintained as a high quality
environment in which to 1ive, do business, work and enjoy
social and recreational opportunities.

Objective No. 1.1: Ordinances shall be developed to retain the archi-
tectural character of historic buildings in West
Farmington,

Objective No. 1.2: A 1landscape plan shall be developed for the
Village.

Objective No. 1.3: A park, open and open-space plan shall be developed
to maintain streamways, wetlands, arterial setbacks,
and greenways.

Goal No. 2: Balanced growth shall be encouraged 1in the community
according to an adopted land use plan.

Objective 2.1: A Tland use plan shall be developed to encourage
development, providing for ample room for business and
tndustry, residential construction and the infrastruc-
ture required to support future growth.

Goal No. 3: Business and industry shall be encouraged to Tocate and
expand in the community to ensure employment and to provide
a sound tax base to support public facilities and services.

Objective No. 3.1: The Farmington Economic Development Committee shall
prepare marketing materials to attract 1ndustry to
the community.

Objective No. 3.2: The Farmington Economic Development Committee shall
actively pursue potential business and industry and
serve as a contact responsible for marketing the
community.

Objective No. 3.3: An industrial park shall be established 1n the
community.

Objective No. 3.4: A sewage collection system and treatment plant shall
be developed.
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FARMINGTON TOWNSHIP/WEST FARMINGTON: PROGRAM DEVELOPMENT

The following represents the 1initial steps required to Taunch an
economic development program for Farmington Township and the Village of
West Farmington,

Response Committee

A committee should be formed to respond to any inguiries, visit
potential clients, or provide site and community tours for perspective
cltents. The committee members should be knowledgeable of the content
of the Farmington Economic Development Plan, should keep current with
related issues, update and add to the Plan when necessary, and update or
develop new promotional materials.

Telephone Number and Postal Address

An  exclusive telephone number for +the Farmington Area Economic
Development Committee should be established. If the telephone cannot
always be answered during normal business hours, an answering machine
should be purchased. Similarly, a postal address should be established
to receive mail for the Economic Development Committee.

Industrial Park

A decision shouild be made in the near future as to whether land for an
industrial park 1s going to be purchased by a group of citizens in the
Farmington area. If the decision 1s yes, then a schedule for site
development should be drafted, and 1legal arrangements regarding
ownership and maintenance and TJease/purchase agreements should be
completed. Advertisement should be revised to include the industrial
park.

Schedule of Contacts

A schedule of contacts should be drafted to inform key agenctes and
individuals of Farmington's economic development initiative, resources,
and willingness to assist relocating business and industry. Such
individuals and agencies include the Trumbull County Commissicners, the
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Warren Area  Chamber of Commerce, the Mahoning Valley Economic
Development Corporation, the Regional Growth Alliance, and the Ohio
Department of Development  {Columbus and  Youngstown offices}.
Promottonal materials should be left with these sources.

Trade Shows

A Tist of regional trade shows should be identified for the purpose of
determining if a booth should be rented, advertisement purchased, or
otherwise be represented. Trade shows can be identified from the Trade
Show Week Data Book, the Ohio Chamber of Commerce, the Ohio Division of
Travel and Tourism, the convention bureaus of Ohic regional cities, and
the Trade Show Bureau (Boston).

Chamber of Commerce

A representative should be selected to join and attend meetings on a
reqular basis of the Warren Area Chamber of Commerce.

Target Firms

A& Tist of firms 1in northern Ohio that would have a potential for
locating 1in Farmington should be identified for contact. Firms can be
identified by using the Ohio Harris Directory.
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DINESCL PLASTICS: A LOCAL SUCCESS STORY

Dinesol Plastics is a small, growing firm that
has benefited from the locational advantages
of West Farmington.

The President of Dinesol is Herb Olmi, an en-
trepreneurial engineer who purchased
Dinesol in February 1988. Since Mr. Olmi took
over the helm at Dinesol, he has increased
capacity by 25 percent and sales will top $2
million this year, nearly doubling in a two-year
period.

Dinesol produces a diversified product line
that serves the horticultural, appliance,
telecommunications, recreational, advertis-

ing, and small tool industries.

Herb Olmi cited the advantages of being located in the Farmington area: “'First, we are in a cen-
tral location to serve several major markets, Cleveland and Akron-Canton to the west, Warren-
Youngstown to the south, and Erie to the north. Ninety percent of our shipments are within 100
miles, and our suppliers and service reps are within the same radius. The labor market here is
very favorable, as are the taxes, and the cooperation with the local economic development
agency—Mahoning Valley Economic Development Corporation—and the banks in obtaining capital
is superb. This is a very friendly community to be located in; the people and merchants appreciate
us, and the local officials are responsive and have made it known that they are here to assist us
in whatever way they can. We are a growing business and we’re here to stay.”
